Hearing and Salary Adjustment Request for State Scientific Supervisory Classifications 

Dear Director Gilb:

As you know, a hearing was held before the Department of Personnel Administration on April 11 and April 12, 2007 challenging the pay plan for certain state scientist supervisors.  CAPS presented evidence and made arguments that in setting salaries for state scientist supervisors, the DPA violated the legislative mandate found in the law to pay like salaries for comparable work.  

On the record at the hearing, the panel indicated that it would prepare a proposed decision for your review and that the decision would be made available to the parties within 60 days.  Sixty days passed on July 17, 2007 and CAPS has not received the decision.

In response to our query on the status of the decision, we learned from DPA that the proposed decision is awaiting your review and the review of the DPA legal division.  We also understand that the DPA legal division may have other priorities which could delay review of the proposed decision.  While we appreciate the press of business, with nearly 50 authorized positions in the DPA legal services division, we are hopeful you can instruct your legal division to make this important issue a priority.  

With the Supervisory Meet and Confer process under way and the pay plan for 2007 - 2008 for excluded employees pending, the decision is needed now to provide effective guidance to this process.  This case is important and is being watched by all state scientists.  We expect and demand a timely response so we can proceed.
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We look forward to a response regarding the timing of your decision and to the decision itself.
